Minutes: Minutes from both September and October 2019 CEKC meetings were approved unanimously.

Corrections/Additions: Johanna provided information for the September 2019 minutes regarding Underwood sent by Darla Johnston: The community picnic is set for September 15th, Car & Truck show September 21st (menu provided), food permit for non-profits received; Sheriff Brown and Commissioner Lannen spoke on strategic planning and county economic topics.

Treasurer Report: Barb Sexton presented the Treasurer report. It was accepted unanimously.There is a balance, including Senior funds, of $148,590.33. This does not include project funds. Several idle accounts need to be checked with to see if they are still functioning. The report was accepted unanimously.

Communications: IRS letter returned $38.00 re CEKC's 990-registration, FCC letter re KVGD-LP extension for remaining silent, Washington State Non-Conference on April 7th, USDA/SNAP Farmers' Market reauthorization needs a social security #, Ray Thygsen memorial information.

Introductions: Linda asked the guests present to introduce themselves.



Topic: Stevenson Pool Association. Walt and Mary Jane Loehrke presented information.

Discussion: Provided history of Stevenson Pool funding. Set to close if funds cannot be raised for operations and maintenance. City investigating possible formation of a Parks and Recreation district with an accompanying levy, but the funds will still not be enough to fully support pool. Countywide support is not promising. Fundraising will be needed as well. Requesting guidance on forming a non-profit/501(c)(3). Linda explained how CEKC functions as a fiscal sponsor. Confusing with school ownership of building and pool. Questions about grants? EDC is a possible resource. Insurance is another question. May have to work with ESD 112.

Action: Suggested further conversations with school district. See what happens with ballot measure.


Topic: Skamania Fresh application for funds to support their becoming a 501(c)(3).

Discussion: WAGAP is current fiscal sponsor. No one is quite sure where project is at currently. Need more information. CEKC does not fund start up for 501(c)(3)'s.

Topic: Extension Disaster Education Network (EDEN) sponsoring Rural Emergency Preparation/USDA listening sessions funding for disaster needs and grants. Sent by Susan Kerr with WSU Extension.
