· Economic Development 
Cindy Bradley with Skamania County EDC reported on activities and events in Skamania County. The search is continuingfor a new EDC director. The lock at Bonneville Dam is under repair and ship traffic is stalled on the Columbia. The SR 14 roundabout is nearing completion but still has a few weeks to go.
